


TECHNICAL DATA SHEET: FreezePruf Eco-safe Plant Frost Protectant

Frost-Sensitive Annuals and Perennials

Tomato (leaves, flowers, and juvenile fruits), fig (leaves and juvenile fruits),
begonia, coleus, Mandevilla (foliage and flowers): In each case, little damage
(less than 15% areal necrosis) down to 28°F for 1 hour or 3.5 hrs at 31-32°F
Satsuma mandarin orange and Meyer lemon (juvenile fruits): held on trees down
to at least 28°F for 1 hr or 3.5 hr at 31-32°F

Table 1. Summary of FreezePruf spray formulation effects on temperatures causing
initial foliar damage (100% live tissue intercept) and complete foliar mortality (0% live
tissue intercept). Data shown as departure from unsprayed control leaves in °C (°Fin
parentheses), with negative values indicating a lowering of the temperature threshold.

32 Ounces of Concentrate makes 1 Gallon of sprayable product.
1:4 dilution.

Approximately 1 Gallon per 1,000 Square Feet.
Apply to runoff, including under leaves.

May be applied at any temperature above freezing.
FreezePruf will produce significant benefits as soon as plant surfaces dry.

For best results, apply when temperature is above 50°F and a minimum of 8 to 12 hours
before anticipation of future cold events within the upcoming 4 to 6 weeks.

Protection will last up to 6 weeks.
For added protection, apply as new growth appears.

Application

FreezePruf may be applied at any temperature above freezing and will produce
significant benefits as soon as plant surfaces dry. For best results, apply

when temperature is above 50° F and a minimum of 8 to 12 hours before an
anticipated freeze. FreezePruf may also be applied seasonally, in anticipation
of future cold events within the upcoming 4 to 6 weeks. Spray liberally to entire
plant, including under leaves. Protection will last up to 6 weeks. For added
protection, reapply as new growth appears.
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
